Collaborative Mental Health Programs have been developed with the Director and Senior Vietnamese colleagues in Hanoi at the National Institute of Mental Health, Hanoi Medical School, Bach Mai Hospital and The Institute for the Protection of Child Health; Hanoi, also at Hué Medical School with The University of Sydney, Faculty of Medicine, and the Royal Australian and New Zealand College of Psychiatrists.

Arising from this program, many postgraduate Vietnamese colleagues in mental health and psychiatry have been awarded scholarships to The University of Sydney Teaching Hospitals and Medical Departments for advanced studies in specialist areas in mental health, including child and adolescent psychiatry, the psychology of old age, and drug and alcohol problems.
